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Obesity is the most common
nutritional disease affecting
24-40% of our animal com-
panions. Itis a serious issue
that is growing and we need
to become aware of it and
make a change now before it
causes detrimental health
impacts to our beloved furry
friends.

Cause of obesity are the
same as they are for hu-
mans. Excess caloric intake
over energy depletion with
the surplus being stored as
fat. Other factors include
age, breed, sex, hormonal
abnormalities, spaying and
neutering, lifestyle and diet,
and hypothyroidism.

Obesity is a very serious
medical problem. Obese
dogs are more prone to inju-
ries, are more at risk in sur-
gery, increased risk of arthri-
tis, possibly leading to diabe-
tes and straining the heart,
lungs, kidneys and joints.

Obesity is most prevalent in
cocker spaniels, Labradors,
shelties and spayed females.
It also affects dogs older than
4 years of age.

Obesity is defined as weigh-
ing 30% more than the ideal
weight for a given pet. Sim-
plified form of body scoring is
as follows:

UNDERWEIGHT

Ribsi easily felt with no fat
covering

Tail basdibones are raised
or protruding with little tissue
between skin and bone.

A great trick | learnt at the vet
clinicficlenching your hand
into a fist, knuckles on your
handfitoo skinny. Opening
up your hand, the cushy part
on your palnfiobese. Ideaii
holding your hand flat, palm
facing you, and rubbing the
thumb on your opposite hand
just below on the knuckles.

So what can be done? Go
see your dogs vet and have
tests done to ensure your
dog is not struggling with
hypothyroidism first, after
that, luckily weight reduction
is about 60% diet and 40%
exercise!

Definitely not a stroll in the
park.
Any excess weight your dog is
carrying is much harder on
them than it would be on you!

Watch what your dog is eat-
ing for meal times and en-
sure it is the correct amounts
and throw out these pepper-
oni treats!!!! Start feeding
your dog carrots as treats!
Treats and table scraps and
a little something here and
there can ultimately push
your dog way past their ca-
loric intake for the day!
