GIARDIA

Giardia, also known as
—Beaver Fever
parasite, which means it can
be transmitted from animals
to humans. In order to cause
Giardia, the disease must
overcome the
system. The active stage of
the parasite lives in the small
intestine of the dog. It at-
taches to the lining and rap-
idly divides and reproduces.
They are then passed through
the animals feces.

The source of the disease is
usually from contaminated
water, soil, food, or feces. It
can live in cold water for
several months. It is also
found in wildlife feces—
geese, rabbit, etc.

The feces will typically be
light colored, greasy and soft.
There may be additional
signs, such as straining, and
mucous in feces. Without
proper treatment, the condi-
tion may continue, either
chronically or intermittently
for weeks or months. Dogs
should be prevented access to
foul water and areas that
have lots of feces.

Cleaning up after your dog

Also, ensure that your dog has an annual
physical
exam and
fecal analy-
sis, and keep
its vaccines
up-to-date.
